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This week’s focus: Year 2 Common Exception Words
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In English this week, we have continued exploring the features used in blog writing and
created a blog as a class.

In Maths, we have learnt what a fraction is: a part of a whole. We have looked at fractions
of shapes and patterns. The children now know that the top number in a fraction is called
the numerator which tells us how many parts we have, and the bottom number is the
denominator which tells us how many parts the whole is divided into. So far, we have looked
at halves, quarters and thirds.
