Dear Parents/Carers, 
 
In Literacy this week, we have learnt the sounds sh, th, ng and nk. We have also been recapping the sounds that we 
have learnt so far. We have learnt the tricky words ‘she,’ ‘he,’ and ‘of’ and revised all the tricky words taught so far. 
Your child now has an orange high frequency word box for them to practise recognising these words at home. We 
have also been practising segmenting the sounds in words to spell and write by using our segmenting fingers to hear 
the first, middle and final sounds in each word.  
 
In Numeracy, we have been noticing circles and triangles in our environment and have been beginning to use 
language to describe their properties. We have introduced the children to the mathematical vocabulary to describe 
each shape using the words ‘sides,’ ‘straight’, ‘corners’ and ‘round’. We learnt that triangles are flat shapes with 
three straight sides and three corners, and that circles are flat shapes which are perfectly round. Next week we will be 
working on finding the numbers 4 and 5 and making 4 and 5 using different representations. 
 

 
 
In our topic sessions this week we have been learning all about Christmas, what this celebration means and why we 
celebrate Christmas. We have enjoyed creating our very own Christmas trees and Christmas jumpers using the 
‘Topmarks’ website. You could have a go at this at home. You will find the activities on the Topmarks site at 
www.topmarks.co.uk. 
 
Thank you for coming to watch our Reception Christmas Spectacular on Wednesday and we hope you enjoyed the 
show. The children have worked very hard to remember all of the words in the songs along with speaking parts and we 
are so proud of them. Well done everybody! A recording of the Reception Christmas Spectacular is on Seesaw for you 
to enjoy and for anyone that was not able to join us.
