This week in our maths sessions, we have been focusing on the numbers 4 and 5. We looked at
different representations of these numbers and practised instantly recognising amounts of 4 and 5
without counting which the children know as ‘subitising.” We explored all the different ways of
making 4 and 5 using cubes and practised using mathematical vocabulary such as ‘3 and 2 makes
5’

This week we have been practising forming the letter ‘U’ and worked very hard to ensure that our
letters sit on the line and are formed correctly using the letter formation phrase to help them.

This week in our topic sessions we have been learning all about the traditional Christmas story. We
learnt about the meaning of Christmas and why this special time is celebrated. We are looking
forward to visiting St John’s Church for our Christmas Carol Service next week.
